An interactive PDF form will contain form fields for you to fill in. How can you tell if the form is flat or fillable?

+ Look at the top of the PDF for the purple document message bar. This bar lets you highlight fields and may provide additional
information and options. Click the words Highlight Fields to see where fillable fields exist in the PDF.

« Hover the Hand tool over an area that looks like it might be a field. If the Hand changes to an I-beam or cursor you should be
able to click in the field and type.
